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Medical Sailing Ministries Inc. (MSM Inc.) began in 2009 using the 53-foot 
Yacht, Chimere to provide remote-access-health and eyecare transport, and 
logistical support, amongst the islands of Vanuatu.  Our mission at that time 
was to deliver teams of local and volunteer health workers ς optometrists, 
doctors, dentists and nurses ς to some of the most remote and inaccessible 
villages. 
 

MSM Inc. is run by volunteers and operates along compassionate and inclusive 
Christian-values.  Our approach is collaborative and multi-pronged, based on 
establishing direct, grassroots partnerships with Vanuatu organisations and 
individuals; plus, others in Australia, New Zealand and elsewhere as 
opportunities arise. 
 

Current Focus on Oral Health 
As our knowledge of Vanuatu has broadened and the network of relationships 
deepened, our focus in recent years has moved to oral health.  Specifically, the 
promotion of oral health education and prevention strategies to assist the 
Vanuatu Ministry of Health address the increasing burden of tooth decay and 
gum disease throughout the country. 
 

Working with in-country partner PCV Health (Presbyterian Church of Vanuatu 
Health) and dental products manufacturer, DentaLife Australia P/L we have 
developed the supervised tooth-brushing-in-schools ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳ ŎŀƭƭŜŘ άGudfala
